II. Introduction:

There is no denying that that the more students read, the more skillful and fluent they may become.
However, doing extensive reading is often a slow, difficult, painstaking process for students. Most
students are not used to skipping some individual words or grammar rules and getting the main ideas of
the text; they have to consult dictionaries all the time. That really disturbs fluent reading and students
never get the joy of reading.

This lesson plan aims at developing students’ reading skills and provide a step-by-step approach to
reading for pleasure. The teacher spends five months guiding students to read an English novel and arise
students interests in reading. The teacher implements the strategies of summary and QAR activities,
reading journals, reciprocal teaching, Bookman Reading Contest and application the reading skills to
doing research on birds in Taiwan. In the process, birds is the common theme. Students learn something
about hummingbirds, trumpet swans and common birds in Taiwan so that they could have more
awareness of environmental protection. Besides, students get to know that English is not only a subject
at school but a useful tool in their daily lives.

The first month is the strategy introduction phase. The teacher guides students to summarize an
article with graphic organizers and to create questions with QAR. In the second month, students start
with the chapter 1 and 2 individual reading journal to make sure they know how to run R]. Then students
exchange journals with their partners from chapter 3 to chapter 15 until the fourth month. Next, in the
fifth month, the teacher implements reciprocal teaching strategy. Students act as summarizers, clarifiers,
questioners, predictors and reporters and work together to report chapter 16 to chapter 21. Last,

students apply the skills they learned to making a bird research and report in the class.

1. [1st month—Training] Summary and QAR
1.1 Paragraph Connection Practice
1.1.1 Take the Lungteng textbook “Hummingbirds: The “Flying Jewels” of the Americas” as the practice
material. (Appendix 1)
1.1.2 Divide the class into five teams with five members and give Worksheet 1.
1.1.3 Cut off one paragraph for each member who has to find and write the topic sentence for each
paragraph by himself/herself.
1.1.4 Each team reorganizes the paragraphs into a coherent article and puts them in order and staple
them together.
1.1.5 Invite one team to read the topic sentences in order.
1.1.6 Ask students to close their textbook and listen to the CD playing the correct paragraph order.
1.2 Summary Practice
1.2.1 Each team takes charge of one paragraph and draws the graphic organizer.

1.2.2 Students in a team work together to write a summary of the paragraph.



1.2.3 Ask each team to choose a reporter and reporters read the paragraph summary in orders.

1.3 Instruction of QAR strategy
1.3.1 Introduce the four types of questions in QAR and give students QAR questions for modeling.
(Worksheet 2)
1.3.2 Give students Worksheet 3 to categorize the questions into four types of QAR and encourage

students to create their own questions. (Worksheet 3)

1.4 Application: Dance in Harmony with Birds in Taiwan

1.4.1 Take students to the computer classroom and divide students into groups of 5. Each group has
two computers and a piece of A3 paper.

1.4.2 One member acts as the reporter, other three are responsible for graphic organizers and the
other is in charge of PPT and 5-minute clip of the bird.

1.4.3 Every group is given a worksheet on one common bird in Taiwan. (Worksheet 4) There are two
websites provided on each worksheet.

1.4.4 Students go to the websites to find the information about appearances, distributions, behaviors,
feeding and migration of the birds.

1.4.5 Each group draws a graph organizer on the A3 paper.

1.4.6 Use a digital camera to take pictures of students’ organizers and save the images in a flash disk.

1.4.7 Students post the graphic organizer images from the flash disk to their PPTs.

1.4.8 Reporters come to the front in order. Two of their team members help hold the graphic
organizer when they report.

1.4.9 At the same time, all the screens of the students’ computers are controlled by the teacher to
show the PPT of the reporting team.

1.4.10 After each oral report, one team member shows a 5-minute film about the bird.

1.4.11 Presenters fill in the self-evaluation sheets before the presentation to remind themselves of
the important points. (Worksheet 5)

1.4.12 The rest teams fill in peer-evaluation sheets during other teams’ reports. (Worksheet 5)

2. [2nd to 5th month] Reading Journal



2.1 [R] Phase 1] Preparation
2.1.1 Select the outside reading book “The Trumpet of the Swan” and introduce E.B. White and his
works.
2.1.2 Tell students the regulations of reading journals. (Worksheet 6)
2.1.3 Students work in pairs and choose their own partners.
2.1.4 Each pair design the cover page, page 1 (records of the grades), page 2 (the book cover) and
page 3 (a brief introduction to the book and the author).
2.2 [R] Phase 2] Individual Reading Journal (“The Trumpet of the Swan” Chapters 1 & 2)
2.2.1 Give students Worksheet 5 and explain each part again. (Worksheet 7)
2.2.2 Students read Chapter 1 & 2 and finish Worksheet 5 individually to assure they understand
how to write R].
2.3 [R] Phase 3] Pair Work Reading Journal (“The Trumpet of the Swan” Chapters 3 to 15)
2.3.1 Tell students the due days of reading journals and they have to watch their reading pace.
2.3.2 Students take turns playing Partner A or Partner B and read 2 chapters every week and hand
in their reading journals every Monday.
2.3.3 Correct students’ reading journals and give students feedback with RJ Rubric.

(Appendix 2).

3. [5t% month] Reciprocal Teaching (“The Trumpet of the Swan” Chapters 16 to 21)

3.1 Put students into groups of five.

. Among them, the Bee Hummingbird is the

smallest. Its average weight is 1.8 grams. So small is this bird that it can be hard to spot. But if you do see one, you will notice

its long, slender beak and rainbow-like colors.

. They seem to be able to detect the changes in

the length of days as well as the changes in the insect and flower populations. Before winter comes, they migrate to avoid the
cold and find enough food. In spring they start journeying back to their birthplace to breed. The males generally fly home
about three weeks earlier than the females. Researchers believe that some hummingbirds fly non-stop over the Gulf of Mexico.
This unbelievable 500-mile flight takes more than 18 hours! As for distance, the Rufous Hummingbird migrates the longest
distance, from Mexico to Alaska and back, a total of 10,000 miles.You probably won’t have the chance to see any hummingbirds

in Taiwan, but if you go to the Americas, you might have a chance to catch a glimpse of these sparkling little flying jewels!

Hummingbirds live only in the Americas, spending most of their time in the warmer climates.
Hummingbirds, also called hummers, are named for the sound produced by their rapidly moving wings.
As tiny as hummers are, their flying abilities set them apart from all the other birds.

Male hummingbirds are the smallest warm-blooded animals on earth.
