4.3 Ask students to improvise a story in groups. The teacher monitors and helps
every group when they are writing their scripts. The teacher reminds students
what they wrote are what will be shown on the internet, so students have to

be careful about their wording and performing.

4.4  Ask students to do self-proofreading in groups first, and then send it to the

teacher for further proofreading.

42 students participated in the questionnaire survey. The above figure presents
the result of students’ responses toward all the activities done in this lesson plan.
This explains the difficulty level they thought about every task or worksheet that
they have done.
Worksheet 1 (adjectives classification), film clip watching, Hearty Match, and

worksheet 3 (graphic organizer) are the tasks or worksheets that more than 60% of

the students considered relatively easy.
Worksheet 4 (QAR) and Reader Theater are regarded as difficult tasks to

complete by more than half of the students.

Figure 2 shows to what extent the sense of achievement students had after
doing each worksheet or task. It is discovered that the Reader Theater gave them the
highest sense of achievement.

Interesting enough, by comparing the Reader Theater distribution in figure 1
with that in figure 2, we found that 80% of the students thought Reader Theater is a
difficult task, but still 76% of the students felt it gave them a high sense of
achievement. That is, the more difficult the task is, the greater a sense of
achievement it brings. It seems that the same rule applied to worksheet 4 (QAR).
57% of the students considered worksheet 4 (QAR) a difficult task, but more than
half of (59%) the students gained a high sense of achievement because of it.

However, we cannot infer that the easier the task is, the less a sense of
achievement it will brings; because this rule cannot explain the distributions of the
other activities or worksheets. Take worksheet 3 for example, students considered it
an easy task, but that doesn’t mean the easy task cannot bring them the relatively
high sense of achievement.

Why? Sometimes a sense of achievement comes from conquering a difficult
task, and other times, a sense of achievement is subject to how much people learn
or gain. As to how much knowledge students have learned or gained, it cannot be
fully answered by quantitative data alone. Qualitative analysis helps to observe and

answer this question.

5.2 Qualitative analysis of students’ works

5.2.1 Worksheet 1-3

Some students mentioned in their responses that they had a great sense of
achievement because they learned something. Take worksheet 3 (Graphic organizer)
for example, some students said they are glad to learn a new way to tackle readings.
They thought the graphic organizer provided them a chance to re-organize and
re-visit the reading text. It also helped them clarify the reading, see clearly the cause
and effect relation, and thus had a better understand of the reading.

Besides, it is shown that the vocabulary students used in worksheet 2 are mostly
the vocabulary presented in worksheet 1. While few students used and applied other
adjectives to complete worksheet 2, most of the students adopted and used the
vocabulary shown and reviewed in worksheet 1. This indicated the importance of
preparing students to be successful learners by reviewing and equipping them with

the background and prior knowledge they need.

5.2.2 Worksheet 4

In worksheet 4, the QAR activity, | found that some students wrote
ungrammatical sentences, such as “*when you stress, you do what?” and “*Man play
online game while the woman shop on line.” This showed that their concept of
subject-verb agreement is not clear enough. Second, when students asked questions,
they didn’t know how to use auxiliary verbs. Besides, some students confessed that
this QAR worksheet gave them a hard time thinking questions and answering
questions. They needed to dig deep to find a good question to ask, and think
thoroughly to answer it well. To improve this, it is suggested to review the
wh-questions before doing the QAR activity, and remind students of the subject-verb
agreement in their writings. Though it is an advanced activity to them, | think it is a

good chance for students to do critical thinking.

5.2.3 Reader Theater
The final project “Reader Theater” was considered the most difficult and
challenging task to complete. However, having completed the task gave students the

greatest achievement. They not only learned how to cooperate with other

classmates to complete a task but also the spirit of teamwork. To write the Reader
Theater scripts, some students said that they had to read the text many times,
discuss with other classmates to complete worksheets, apply what they have learned
in the worksheets, and do rehearsals for several times. In this process, they reviewed
and revisited the reading text without feeling bored, and became familiar with the
reading, the sentence patterns, the vocabulary, and the theories mentioned in the
text.

Students spent a lot of time doing the worksheets, writing scripts, and shooting
their Reader Theater clip; however, they said that every minute spent is rewarding
because they finally had a chance to USE English, not STUDY English.

Some students even said that they never knew they had gender stereotype
problems until they complete worksheet 2 and worksheet 6. After learning the lesson,
they had broken the gender stereotype, and have a better understanding of gender

differences.

5.3 Suggestions for future applications

However, there is something left to be desired in this lesson plan. | found that
some students wrote exactly the same on their worksheet. The same sentences, the
same errors, and spelling mistakes are found on their worksheets. This happened for
two causes: first, students in the same group learned from each other, including the
mistakes. Second, some students just copied others’ works. This can be avoided by
encouraging students to have their own independent thinking, or changing individual
works to pair works if the task or worksheet is an advanced one. Besides, copying
answers is not necessary when students are paired or grouped to work on a task,
because they are forced to contribute their ideas to the group and share the
workload with others.

As for the Hearty Match activity, | gave students the definitions of the word in
both English and Chinese to lessen their anxiety because they are slow learners with
little motivation toward English learning. However, for advanced learners, it is
suggested that they can do this with only English definitions.

Regarding Reader Theater activity, advanced students may find it less challenging
because they only need to use their voice to present the script. Advanced learners

are more capable of memorizing their lines, using facial expression and body
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language. Therefore, it is suggested to ACT OUT the script by turning the Reader
Theater activity into a skit. In this way, students are believed to learn more, have
more fun and more achievement by playing a role in the skit.

Last but not least, according to the students’ self-evaluation, feedback sheets,
and the results of interview, it is evident that most of the students showed positive
attitude toward this lesson plan. They also benefited from this lesson plan in many
ways, such as vocabulary enriching, critical thinking, and oral training. The most
important of all, most of the students think that this lesson plan give them more
confidence and joy in learning English. Some even said that this is the most

unforgettable lesson they have ever learned.

VI  Teaching Reflection

Teachers have to start somewhere, and students have to start sometime.
Students in my school are relatively low achievers (PR value is around 62-65) with
little motivation toward academic pursuits. However, if they are given a stage to
perform, they don’t hesitate and grab the chance immediately to express
themselves.

My students have a hard time memorizing vocabulary. They are even reluctant
to speak English because they think their English is poor. In this vicious circle, they
feel depressed and anxious day by day when they are asked to speak out. When [ first
told my students that we were going to write a script and use our voice to present
the script, they were anxious and worried. However, after | demonstrated what we
were going to do step by step, they had more confidence in carrying it out. During
the process, they gradually became active learners. By involving students in group
activities, they have more opportunities to speak out, share, and cooperate with
each other. They are no longer passive learners who just sit inside the classroom and
doze while the teacher is lecturing.

The lesson | learned in this action lesson plan is that keeping students busy in
learning is much more important and effective than being busy in teaching.
Sometimes we think that it is a waste of time to carry out so many activities in the

classroom, especially when the target students are low achievers with little

motivation. However, after having carried out this action lesson plan, | found it is not

time- consuming, but rewarding.
